FUTURES School Matching Grants Program 2009-2010
            Minimum= $2000, Maximum = $3500 
FUTURES funding for this program has received another cut by the state. We are anticipating receiving between $34-36,000. Grants will be funded on first come, first serve basis. 

FUTURES is able to secure a limited amount of state match dollars for private money* raised by ‘schools’ to fund tutoring programs for low performing students.
*Private Money = dollars raised by PTA, individuals, businesses for a specific program, etc.  Private money IS NOT PTA book sale money that can be used for any program, nor state or federal dollars. This matching grant should provide incentive for your donor to contribute.
All private dollars must be deposited in the FUTURES bank account. As an alternative to sending numerous small checks, schools can deposit private donations into their PTA acct & send 1 check covering all private donations to FUTURES with a letter indicating the money was raised  through private donations for ‘such & such’ program.  Allowable expenses- salaries & benefits, training, printing, books, materials, software, supplies, office expenses Non-allowable expenses- capital improvements, plaques/award items, entertainment, food/refreshments, bonus money, support of interscholastic athletics DOE Green Book details allowable expenses. However, private money can fund non-allowable items as long as FUTURES match money is used for allowable expenses.
How the program works:

1- Principal contacts Beth Butera (ext. 50730) ASAP with  proposal for funding indicating:

         A- how much school will raise privately & use of money

         B- how much match is required & use of money

         C- method of program evaluation, i.e. standardized tests,     

      pre/post tests, daily log, attendance records, or surveys         

     (to be submitted to FUTURES by June 4, 2010)

Beth can then determine if proposal meets state match guidelines, and if so, apply to state for the match.

2- Principal, whose program has been verbally approved, must:

A- fill in application & submit electronically to Beth as soon as possible.
B-  issue a check made out to FUTURES for the privately raised money & mail to FUTURES Foundation at Facilities Bldg on Olson Dr.
FUTURES will then cut two checks to your school, one equal to the amount the school sent to FUTURES & the second equaling the 100% match. The reason for 2 checks is to keep clean record of state match money distribution.
